Guidelines:

1) The executive board of the Wilmington Bluegrass Festival will award
scholarships to qualified student applicants who are between the age of
ten and eighteen based on available funds.

2) Reimbursement will be made upon the receipt of a copy of a cancelled check or a
copy of a paid receipt from a pre-approved instructor/teacher.

4) Applications will be accepted at any time before March 30, and will be
reviewed and announced by the Scholarship Committee

5) The Scholarship committee shall make recommendations to the executive board
after the March Festival of the WWBF and the executive committee shall
approve or deny the application.

6) The Chairperson of the Scholarship Committee of WWBEF shall inform the
applicant in writing of the decision of the executive committee. If the application
is denied the letter shall state the reason(s).

7) The experience and qualifications of the Instructor/Teacher shall be taken into
consideration in evaluating an application for a scholarship.
